approaches to spatial interplays with such notions as
care, illness, pathologies, cure, mental health, and
phobias. The symposium aims not at a consensus but
at opening up a dialogue for scholarly exchange.

Pavilion-Plan Hospitals Through Photographic Gaze: A Transnational
Network in Fin de siécle

This study probes the pavilion-style hospitals of the late 19th century, which stood at the intersec-
tion of ecological paradigms, body politics, and contemporary visual culture. The second half of
the 19th century marked a pivotal era in medical science and healthcare, catalyzed by discover-
ies like X-rays, germ theory, and the advent of public health concepts. This transformative period
gave rise to the “pavilion plan” hospital design, optimizing care quality and efficiency. The pavilion
layout featured small, independent buildings arranged in large gardens and established unprec-
edented relations with their users and the surrounding environment. This typology initially gained
traction in Europe and later in the Ottoman Empire. Concurrently, visual culture was experiencing
a pivotal juncture, revolutionized by photography’s ability to capture intricate architectural details
and the realistic representation of the built environment. Recognizing photography’s persuasive
and propagandistic power, Abdiilhamid [l commissioned albums to document the Empire’s mod-
ernization, including urban spaces, buildings, and landscapes. Within this comprehensive proj-
ect, the healthcare spaces were meticulously photographed and cataloged. The strong connec-
tion between photography and healthcare led some hospitals like Hamidiye Etfal —a prominent
pavilion plan hospital- to establish their own photography workshops staffed by physicians. In an
era characterized by the swift consolidation of intricate global connections, this study explores
the pavilion plan hospitals of fin de siécle, beginning with the Ottoman territories and expanding
to other interconnected regions. The adoption of similar pavilion-style layouts in the Ottoman
Empire and Europe, alongside the involvement of experts from diverse backgrounds, suggests a
transnational network. Additionally, the alliance of the Red Cross and Crescent Societies, interna-
tional journals on hospital architecture, healthcare conferences, and the appearance of Ottoman
hospital albums at international exhibitions suggest intricate relationships. Therefore, rather than
focusing solely on individual architectural objects and their representations, this research high-
lights the significance of relationships and networks. This paper enriches the discourse on medi-
cine, healthcare, modernity, and visual culture through their transnational dissemination, offering
an elaborate analysis of pavilion-style hospitals together with their occupants and environments
as captured through the photographic lens.

Modern Mimarliga Gegis Siirecinde Bir Saglik Yapisi:
Purkersdorf Sanatoryumu Ornegi

Bu bildiride, 1877'de insa edilen ve 1890’larda genisletilen sanatoryum kompleksine, mevcut
binalarin yeni insaatlarla desteklenmesi icin, 1904-05 yillarinda insa edilen Purkersdorf Sana-
toryumu yapisinin modern mimarliga gegis sirecindeki rolii konu alinmistir. Viyana Secession
hareketi kurucularindan Mimar Josef Hoffmann’in (1870-1956) tasarladigi bu sanatoryum binasi,
sehrin karmagasindan uzak, sakin ve kirsal bir konum olan, bati Viyana sehir sinirlarina yakin bir
alanda, Viyana Ormanlari bolgesindeki Purkersdorfta yer almaktadir. Bulasici hastaliklar harig
tm ic ve sinir hastaliklarinin fiziksel semptomlarini tedavi etmek igin varlikli hastalara konforu su-
nan bir kurum olarak tasarlanmistir. Gesamtkunstwerk (bitlincil sanat eseri) anlayisinin hakim
oldugu Purkersdorf Sanatoryumu’nda, hastalara uygulanan tedavi stiregleri mimari ¢dzimleme-
ler yoluyla desteklenmistir.

EndUstri Devrimi'nin ardindan ortaya ¢ikan sehirlesme, makinelesme, gunliik hayatta hizli tempo
ve sagliksiz yasam tarzi gibi birgok unsur modern sehir sakininin, sinir rahatsizliklarina karsi
savunmasiz héle gelmesine neden olmustur. Bu durum beraberinde 19. ylzyilin sonunda sa-
natoryumlarin sayisinin artmasina yol agmistir. Hastanelerden farkli olarak hastalarin uzun siire
kalarak istirahat edebilmeleri ve cesitli tedaviler gérmeleri igin tasarlanan sanatoryumlar o ddnem
daha saglikli bireylerin ve daha saglikli bir toplumun baslangi¢ noktasi konumundadir.

Bildiri kapsaminda; detayli literattir ve arsiv taramasi sonucu elde edilen bulgular isiginda Purker-
sdorf Sanatoryumu’nun tarihgesine, gegirdigi restorasyonlara, plan, cephe ve Gesamtkunstwerk
anlayisini inceleyebilmek icin ic mekan ozelliklerine yer verilecektir. Sanatoryumlarin modern
mimari igin 6ncl haline geldigi distintilmektedir. Islevselligin 6n plana giktigi Purkersdorf Sana-
toryumu’nu hastalarin 0 zamana dek deneyimledigi ortamlardan farkl kilan Gslubu, yeni malze-
me kullanimi ve yapim teknikleri tartisilacaktir. Hem hastalarin ve tedavi siireglerinin sanator-
yumun tasarimindaki roliine hem de sanatoryumun tasariminin hastalarin tedavisi, davranislari
ve mahremiyeti {izerindeki etkilerine yonelik tespitler aktarilacaktir. Son olarak dénemin diger
sanatoryumlarindan farklilasan 6zelliklerinin belirlenmesi igin segilen sanatoryum ornekleriyle
-Wienerwald Sanatoryumu, Luithlen Sanatoryumu ve Lupus Sanatoryumu- karsilastirmali analiz
yapilacaktir.

Osmanli Devleti'nin 19. Ylzyilda veba kolera gibi salgin hastaliklarla micadelesinin somut bir
adimi olarak tesis edilen koruyucu saglik kurumlarinin ilk 6rnegdi olan tahaffuzhaneler, salgin
hastaliklarin gorildigu yerlerden gelen yolcularin ya da seyahat ettikleri aragta salgin hastalik
stiphesi bulunanlarin ulasmak istedikleri tlkeye ya da sehre giris yapmadan énce belirlenmis bir
stireye gdre karantinaya alindi§i ve tedavilerinin yapildigi saglik kurumlaridir. Karantina uygula-
malari 1838 yilinda Karantina Meclisi'nin kurulmasiyla resmiyet kazanmis olup karantina uygu-
lamalarini kuralli bir sekilde yuriitebiimek amaciyla meclis tarafindan 1839 yilinda bir karantina
nizamnamesi hazirlanmis ve bu nizamname 1840 yilinda devletin bitin limanlarinda gegerli hale
gelmistir. Bu tarihlerden itibaren imparatorlugun énemli ticaret sehirlerinin limanlarinda uygun
gorilen koylarda ve kara yoluyla ulagimin saglandigi 6nemli noktalarda sehir girislerinde birbiri
ardinca tahaffuzhane insasina baslanmistir.

Tahaffuzhanelerin bagkent Istanbul'da inga edilen érnekleri uluslararasi ulagim giizergahi olan
Istanbul Bogazi'nin uygun koylarinda, genellikle yerlesim bélgelerinden uzakta, acil ihtiyaci kars!-
lamaya yonelik olarak, tek ya da iki katl kagir ya da ahsap barakalar seklindedir. Bazi durumlarda
ise fonksiyonu tahaffuzhane kullanimina uygun olan mevcut bir yapi tahaffuzhaneye déntsturtl-
mus, salgin sonrasinda ise yapilar eski fonksiyonuna geri dondirdiimustr.

Bu ¢alismada Osmanli Arsivlerinde tespit edilen belgeler (izerinden tahaffuzhane yapilarinin
inga surecine iligkin veriler incelenecektir. Yapilarin yer secimi ile ilgili haritalar esliginde sunulan
detayli raporlar insa strecinin ilk adimina iliskin veri sunmasi bakimindan 6nemlidir. Bazi ta-
haffuzhanelerin ingasina ve tamiratina yonelik masraflarin yer aldi§i belgelerde tahaffuzhanede
yer alan mekanlara, ingaat i¢in gerekli zamanlamaya ve yapim sistemine iliskin bilgiler sunul-
maktadir. Tahaffuzhanelerde uygulanan karantina prosedUriiniin mekanin fonksiyonel isleyisini
dogrudan etkileyen bir unsur olmasi sebebiyle, 1893 tarihli Kolera Karantina Nizamnamesi'nde
belirtilen tahaffuzhaneler ile ilgili uyulmasi gereken kurallarin, mimariye yansimasi segilen 6rnek
yapilar Uzerinden karsilastirmali olarak incelenecektir. Mimariyi etkileyen bir diger unsur olan
guvenligin iki yonll olarak saglanabilmesi- hem hastalarin kagmasina mani olmak hem de saglik
gorevlilerine yonelik midahaleyi engellemek- amaciyla uygulanan tedbirler yine tespit edilen ar-
siv belgeleri tizerinden irdelenecektir.

Ogesi Olarak Saghk

Aragtirmanin temel savi, baskent Ankara, Mersin, Tarsus, Adana, Ceyhan, Izmit, Gaziantep
kentlerinin ilk imar planlarini hazirlayan Alman Prof. Hermann Jansen’in Cumhuriyetin kurulug
déneminde planlama kiiltiiriinG ve deneyimini yesil politika ve hedefleri agisindan olumlu yonde
etkilemis oldugudur. Bu etki Cumhuriyetin kurucu dislincesine ait olan kent ttopyas ile uyumlu-
dur. Ancak ‘planlamada yesil politika” kavrami tartisilirken, kavramlar tarihi géz 6niinde tutularak

1920'lerin Tirkiye gerceklerinde sézciigiin izdlisimi arandiginda, “halk saghgi” nin 6nemli bir
planlama bileseni oldugu gorilmektedir.

Arastirma, sosyal ¢evre bilimleri, kent planlamasi ve tarih bilimi dallarini ilgilendirdigi igin disip-
linler arasi bir ¢alismadir. Yontem de buna uygun bir gercevede, nicel ve nitel yontemi iceren
karma bir model tizerine kurulmustur. Belirli bir tarihi ddnemi inceleyen bu arastirmadaki modelin
i¢ tutarlihigini saglayan temel kurgu, arastirma probleminin, yalnizca kuramsal olarak degil, so-
mut kent érneklerinde ele alinmasidir. Aragtirmaya konu olacak ézgul zaman birimi Jansen’in
planlama dénemine uygun olarak 1929-1939 yillari arasini kapsamaktadir. Bu tarih Jansen’in
Tirkiye'de calistigi ve planci olarak etkisinin strdigii ddnemdir.

Jansen'in yazdi§i yazilar, plan raporlari ve konferanslarindaki sdylemleri kadar, Tirkiye'de yap-
mis oldugu planlari okundugunda da gériliir ki Jansen’in planlarindaki dort esas; estetik, sihhat,
ekonomi ve ulagimdir. Jansen planlarinda deger verilen sihhat esasi igerisinde, halkin maddi
ve manevi saghiginin korunmasi diisiincesiyle dnerdigi spor alanlari, agik yesil alanlar; otomobil
yerine yaya odakli ulagim ¢éziimleri; kentin temizligi ve su kullanimina yonelik alt yapi tasarimi;
binalarda ve sokaklarda glinesten azami istifade edilmesi; gevresel degerlerin muhafazasi gibi
cesitli plan kararlari yer almaktadir. Jansen'in gevre anlayisi, doganin kendi degerinin farkinda-
I, kamu sagligi ve estetik boyutlariyla birlikte sekillenmektedir. Arastirmada Tlrkiye'de ve Al-
manya’daki cesitli kitliphanelerden, enstitlilerden, arsivierden ve Alman mimarlik tarihi profesori
Hartmut Frank ile yapilan derin gériisme notlarindan yararlanilmistir.

The Architecture of Nuclear Medicine between Exposure and Isolation:
Ankara University Radiobiology Institute Cobalt Building

In the aftermath of the devastating atomic bombings of World War Il, scientists embarked on
a mission to harness the power of radioisotopes for medical applications while rendering them
safe. Frédéric Iréne Joliot-Curie’s groundbreaking work, which introduced radioactive elements
into living organisms to visualize previously elusive organs like the liver and pancreas, earned
them the Nobel Prize in 1935 and marked the early days of “radiobiology.” In pursuit of this
global transformation, Ankara University Faculty of Medicine took a pioneering step. In 1961,
the construction of the new Radiobiology Institute commenced, aided by the International Atomic
Energy Agency. The institute was equipped with the Cobalt-60 treatment device and radioiso-
tope measuring instruments. The two-storey, flat-roofed Modern institute was designed by Kadri
Kalaycioglu and Vedat Yalginkaya, renowned for their architectural contributions to Ankara, and
completed in 1962. The building housed exposure spaces, with advanced imaging systems mak-
ing “the body transparent” to see behind, while isolation spaces with lead-covered surfaces and
almost one-meter-thick walls, render the “radioactive body invisible and isolated”. As a result of
advancements in the field and related technologies, the building underwent substantial spatial
transformations up to date. This study delves into the building’s history within the broader narra-
tive of nuclear medicine, exploring the institute’s transformation across imaging systems, radio-
active bodies, and isolation spaces. This examination utilizes oral history narratives, archival doc-
uments, architectural drawings, and personal observations as the main sources of the research.

Health Springs out of Water: Hereke Factory Campus as transition
from the Ottoman Empire to the Republic of Turkey (1890-1960)

Health Springs out of Water: Hereke Factory Campus as transition from the Ottoman Empire
to the Republic of Turkey (1890-1960) Hereke Imperial Factory was one of the distinguishing
town-factories of the late Ottoman period with its self-sustained habitats, social, cultural and
healthcare infrastructures. At first glance, with the cutting-edge health infrastructures and social
security systems among the workers are positive aspects of the developments, however, these
developments reflect industrial accidents and contagious diseases became widespread among
the workers. For instance, the correspondence between the administration of the Hereke Imperial
Factory and the Imperial Treasury in 1898 reveals that with the construction of new workshops,
the workforce expanded significantly. These workers resided in multi-story, high-density dormito-
ries, where each room was occupied by twenty workers due to the inadequacy of existing dormi-
tory space. Unfortunately, this overcrowding facilitated the spread of contagious diseases among
the workers. Since there was no effective drainage system in place at the Hereke Campus, it
is possible that diseases, most likely cholera, were rampant among the workers. This diagnosis
of the disease as cholera in 1898 is plausible when considering the major cholera epidemic that
occurred between 1893 and 1895, primarily attributed to unsanitary water conditions. The admin-
istration of the factory recognized the importance of water purification, but it wasn’t until 1912 that
a new sewage system was constructed. A decade later, with the emerging Republican era, the
factory administration placed emphasis on the development of the younger generation. Spaces
dedicated to public recreation and collective sports became crucial for shaping the emerging na-
tional workforce. The activities spanned multiple disciplines, mostly centralized around the Izmit
Gulf including sailing, swimming, bladework, and also football, volleyball, wrestling, and running.
This study sheds light on the changing dynamics of recreational facilities at the Hereke Factory
during the final years of the Ottoman Empire and the early years of the Republic of Turkey. The
study aims to address the following questions: what were the daily or weekly sport activities in
which the workers at the Hereke Imperial Factory engaged? How did the transition from the Ot-
toman Empire to the Republic of Turkey affect the worker profile, and health programs for these
workers?

Puericulture and Space: Early Republican Discussions on Healthy and
Hygienic Surroundings for Children in Turkey

From the nineteenth century, hygienic discourses extended beyond the domain of medical prac-
tice, permeating everyday life and referring to broader notions of healthy living. As the culture
of disease prevention engaged in a constant dialogue with the built environment, these notions
expanded to include hygienically defined methods of ventilation, nutrition, lighting, heating, fur-
nishing, cleaning, and child-rearing.

In the context of a modernizing Turkish Republic, and amidst the aftermath of a series of dev-
astating wars, puericulture — the science of infant care — became a subject of discussion among
the ruling elite, medical experts, and the intelligentsia. Raising healthy children in hygienic envi-
ronments was promoted as a civic duty on the grounds of scientific civilization. The campaigns
launched to standardize childcare practices often came with emotionally charged content, point-
ing out the vitality of the links between children’s well-being and their material surroundings. An
exhaustive literature emerged, focusing on medicalized childcare and school hygiene, featuring
architectural drawings and material details, or prescribing ideal settings for nurseries. Within the
debates on household management and educational architecture, sanitary equipment, anti-dust
materials, proper lighting, comfortable furniture, and good ventilation gained prominence. Along
with schools and houses, spaces for childcare and healthcare institutions like preventoriums for
pre-tubercular children emerged as architectural manifestations of preventive health measures.

Bringing together primary sources of the period’s architectural, cultural, and medical histories,
this paper investigates the discourses aimed at forming medicalized connections between chil-
dren’s bodies and their built environment. Focusing mainly on the Turkey of the 1930s, it further
explores the ideological connotations attached to the cultural representations of healthy spaces
for children.

A Center to Construct the “Robust Turkish Child”: Children’s Palace

The twentieth century witnessed a global process of change in the conception of childhood. While
everyday practices of the masses were altered by modernization, nation-states redefined govern-
ing practices as centered upon the modern sovereign: the citizen. Since rising fields of medicine
and psychology pointed out children as exceptionally malleable future citizens, children’s health
gained vital importance for the posterity and prosperity of nation-states. The modern conception
of childhood was constructed upon these premises by bringing along new applications, instru-
ments, places, and objects of child welfare, child healthcare, and child-rearing. Founded in this
global context and after decades of successive wars, the Republic of Turkey considered chil-
dren’s health as both a burning issue and a promising potential. The matters regarding children’s
health were to be undertaken by the Children’s Protection Society of Turkey (Ttrkiye Himaye-i
Etfal Cemiyeti, later Turkiye Cocuk Esirgeme Kurumu) on behalf of the newly established repub-
lican state. In the early decades of the republic, the society constituted obstetrics and pediatrics
clinics, bathhouses, milk sterilization-distribution units, and playgrounds all around the country to
cope with high mortality rates, contagious diseases, and malnourishment among children as well
as to generate and propagate a national norm and practice of child-rearing. The headquarters
of the society, located in Ulus, Ankara, operated as an exemplary institution that provides med-
ical services and a “healthy” built environment to construct the idealized “Robust Turkish Child
(Gurblz Turk Cocugu).” This study will examine the headquarters of the Children’s Protection
Society of Turkey, inaugurated in 1927, as a purpose-built space to help both the children and the
nation-state to be healthier. This facility, named “Children’s Palace (Cocuk Saray),” comprised
of several buildings and open spaces constructed at intervals, will be interpreted regarding its lo-
cation, construction, function, and operation, to shed light on how the republican state conceived
the interactions between childhood, nation, health, and the built environment.

Turkiye’de Modernlesme Baglaminda Gocuk Sagligi Alanindaki
Geligmelerin Konut Tasarimina Etkileri

Modernlesmenin bir ¢iktisi olarak gocuk mekanlari tasariminin dnem kazanmasi; ulus devlet
etkileri, cocuk merkezli gekirdek ailesi temasi ve modern cocukluk anlayisinin gelismesi gibi
birbiriyle iligkili nedenlerle agiklanabilir. Bu galisma kapsaminda, Erken Cumhuriyet Doneminde
cocuk 6lim oranlarinin azaltiimasi ve saglikli gocuk yetistirmeye yonelik séylemlerin izinde ¢o-
cuk-saglik iligkisi konut zerinden tartigiimaktadir.

Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nda modernlesme éncesi donemlerde -diger modern dncesi toplumlarda
oldugu gibi- gocuk 6lim oranlari oldukga yiksekti. Yiksek dogum oranlarina ragmen hastaliklar,
yetersiz beslenme, ev kazalari gibi nedenlerle ¢ocuklar kiigiik yaslarda hayatini kaybediyordu.
Saglik, hijyen ve beslenme kosullarinin kot olmasi en fazla gocuklari etkiliyordu. Ondokuzun-
cu ylzyilda toplum sagligi, modernlesme programlarindan biri haline gelmisti. Saglik alanindaki
gelismeler arasinda anne ve gocuk saghgini iyilestirmek Uizere ebelerin egitimi, cocuk hastanesi
kurulmasi, ailelerin -6zellikle annelerin- gocuk bakimi konusunda bilinglendirilmesi yer aliyordu.
Cocuk sagligina yonelik iyilestirme gabalarina ragmen yirminci ylzyil baslarinda gocuk 6lim
oranlari hala ylksekti. Bu donemde st liste yasanan savaslarin da sonucunda niifusun azal-
masina bagli olarak Cumhuriyet ddneminde pronatalist politikalar yarataldi. Hem Kkitle iletisim
araglarinda hem devlet adamlarinin sdylemlerinde yer alan ¢ocugun ulusun gelecegi olduguna
yonelik vurgular yeni neslin sadlikli bicimde yetistiriimesine yonelikti. Cocuk sagligina yonelik bu
sGylemler, mimarlik alanina da yansidi. 1930’lar ve 40’lar boyunca populer medyada yer alan
cocuk sagligi meselesi, konutlarin fiziksel durumu ile birlikte degerlendirildi. Buna gdre, gocugun
kendisine ait bir odasinin olmasi basl bagina saglik agisindan gerekliydi. Cocuk 6limleri ve has-
taliklarinin konutla iligkisi tartisilirken fiziksel aktivitenin, giin 1s1ginin, temiz havanin éneminden
bahsedildi.

Bahgeli, mustakil konutlarin ideal ¢ekirdek aile konutu oldugu temasinin popiilerligi de gocuklar
icin konutun fiziksel gereksinimlerine vurgu yapmaktaydi.

Disease, Death, and Urban Transformation: Necro-politics shaping
Istanbul’s urban landscape from Byzantine to Ottoman Times

Throughout history, health crises have exerted a significant influence on urban planning and
spatial adjustments. This study highlights the profound impact of epidemic periods on Istanbul’'s
urban structure, especially concerning cemeteries. Spanning the Byzantine to Ottoman eras, it
delves into the intricate relationship between public health, disease, death, and the urban land-
scape. The concept of “necro-politics” is employed as a lens to provide a deeper understanding
of these dynamics.

During the Byzantine period, the devastating Justinianic plague of 542 and the bubonic plague of
746 not only disrupted Constantinople’s demography and urban fabric but also catalyzed pivotal
changes like Emperor Leo VI's 9th-century lift of the intramural burial ban. The Ottoman period
too witnessed considerable shifts, with the recurring cholera and plague outbreaks in the 18th
and 19th centuries leaving an indelible mark on urban burial regulations. Vatin and Yerasimos
highlighted the International Health Conference of 1868, held in Istanbul, as a watershed event.
After this conference, there was a notable decline in tombstones within the city’s intramural cem-
eteries. Nonetheless, a thorough examination of Ottoman state records reveals the effects of
emerging health concerns even before this conference. Notable developments include the sud-
den appearance of the Topkapi cemetery, the displacement of the Pera cemeteries, and targeted
interventions at the Eyiip cemetery. Additionally, the “Methods and Principles of Burial for Mus-
lims and Non-Muslims in Istanbul and Bilad-i Selase” from 1867, which echoes the 1851 London
Burial Act, exemplifies the central role modern health concerns played in shaping necro-politics.
In conclusion, this paper posits that epidemic outbreaks and the ensuing health anxieties have
consistently shaped Istanbul’s urban landscape, influencing the expansion, reconfiguration, or
relocation of cemeteries. Through the analysis of Ottoman documents and their comparison with
Byzantine cases, the research emphasizes Istanbul’s longstanding history of health-driven urban
transformations.

A Review on Ottoman Environmental History:
Approaches to Diseases, Disasters, and Public Health

Environmental history is a discipline that aims understanding the effects of the natural environ-
ment on the humans, as well as the effects of humans on the natural environment. It examines
both living and non-living systems of Earth through a broad range of subjects including diseases,
natural disasters, and public health infrastructures, and their relation to the environmental factors
such as climate, urbanization, agricultural practices, sanitation, and food security. Within the
Ottoman historiography, the study of environmental history starts to appear in the late 2000s.
Due to the diversity of geography, climate, and the ecology of the empire, the agricultural produc-
tions, epidemics, natural disasters, and urban-rural interactions become subjects to the studies
from different disciplines and perspectives. Part of these studies examines the diseases (such
as malaria, cholera, and plague), epidemics, microbes, infections with interdisciplinary tools in
relation to the political, social, and environmental conditions, and the Ottoman demography. The
regulations, precautions, and organizations about the natural disasters such as earthquakes,
floods, draughts, and famines constitute another focus of the narrative within the field. Public
health infrastructures including water lines, sewage system, and waste management besides
medical schools and quarantine spaces in different parts of the empire are discussed in other
studies. Supply, control, and distribution of the goods, and discussions related to the environ-
mental injustice define another important part of the literature. This review-based study aims
to investigate the current literature on the environmental history of the Ottoman Empire from a
critical perspective for its themes, approaches, and tools as well as its scope of time and geogra-
phy. It also tries to reveal the gaps and constraints in this newly emerging field to open dialogues
around potential discussions.

Ge¢ Osmanl Doneminde Bir Misyoner Yerleskesi: Merzifon Anadolu
Koleji’nin Saglk Yapilari Ve Saglik Alaninda Yirutiilen Faaliyetleri

Ge¢ Osmanl Déneminde Anadolu’da etkinligi artan misyoner faaliyetlerinin beraberinde ortaya
¢ikan yapilasma, insa edildigi yerlesimi hem kentsel hem de mimari 6icekte etkileyen bir unsur-
dur. Bu unsur yasamsal ve sosyal ihtiyaclarin giderilmesi anlaminda rol oynamistir. Bu galisma bu
etkilesimin 1882-1921 yilllar arasinda faaliyet gdstermis olan Merzifon Anadolu Koleji'nin saglik
alaninda y(iritllen faaliyetleri ve saglik yapilari Gizerinden incelenmesini konu almaktadir. Ameri-
can Board of Commissioners for Foreign Missions (ABCFM) misyonerleri 1850 yilindan itibaren
ziyaretlerine baslamistir. Asamali olarak kolej evresine gegilmesi sirecinde bir yapi toplulugu
haline gelen Koleji'e zamanla bir ilahiyat okulu, sagirlar okulu, eski ve yeni hastane, kitiphane,
mlize, kendine yardim atélyeleri, kullip etkinlikleri yapilari, spor alanlari, dgretmen lojmanlari gibi
yapilar eklenerek yerleske kapsamli bir yasam alani haline gelmistir.

Misyonerlik faaliyetlerinin etkili calisma alanlarindan olan yerel halka hastane hizmeti verilmesi,
Amerika’da yetismis doktor, hemsirelerin gdrevlendiriimesi ve misyonlarin klinik ve hastane ile
donatiimasi aligilmis bir uygulamadir. Bu hizmetler halkin ve yerel yonetimin géziinde misyoner-
lere sempati kazandirmaktadir. Sadece gayrimislimlerin degil Miislimanlar’in da yararlandidi bu
hizmet, o tarihlerde Anadolu'daki yetersizlikler nedeniyle oldukca ylksek talep gormustir. Kolej
binyesindeki Anadolu Hastanesi 16 yillik gegmisinde (¢ evre gegirmistir. llki kiralanan birkag
odanin ve atdlye deposu olarak kullanilan bir kullibenin yeniden dlizenlenmesidir. Daha sonra
Kolej yerleskesinde daha kapsamli bir yapi tedavi amaciyla inga edilmistir. Son olarak ise ihtiyag
ve verilen hizmete uygun planlanan teknik ve fiziksel donanim agisindan dénemine gére oldukga
ileri diizeyde planlanan ve modern denilebilecek yeni bir hastane binasidir. Yerel halk (izerinde
olusan gliven ve ilgi gbzetilerek faaliyetler aksamadan strdiriimusttr. Tibbi gelismelerle birlikte
yapisal ve teknik alt yap! yillar iginde gelistirilmigtir.

Bu ¢alisma yerleskenin programi ve fiziksel yapisinda énemli bir yeri olan hastane yapilarinin
mimari tasarim ve yapim sirecini belgelemeyi hedeflemektedir. Ozellikle birincil kaynaklara da-
yanan bu belgeleme ile s6z konusu suregte yer alan aktérler ve stireci bigimlendiren dinamiklerin
anlagilmasina, ikinci olarak ise saglik yapilarinin mimari karakteri, yapi teknolojisi, malzeme dzel-
likleri, kullanim sekli ve bu dinamiklerin iliskisinin anlagiimasina calisiimistir. Bu yoniyle Kolej'e
dair gogunlukla egitim sistemi (izerine yapilan galismalarin aksine fiziksel ¢evre ve mekansal
dzellikleri icindeki saglik yapilarina odaklanarak literattrdeki bir boslugu doldurmayi hedeflemek-
tedir.
